a) Bednall Car Park.  Gates and height barrier have been installed. 17th November is proposed as the date for the signatures for the purchase of the land.
b) Speed Indicator Devices.  Waiting for the contractors to do the installations. We are very close to completion.

 A proposal for a 20mph speed limit in Bednall.  A meeting will be held with the cabinet member on site. Look at extending into Acton Trussell. There was very strong support from the villages when surveyed,

The path in Acton Trussell from Top Rad to Lower Penkridge Road is not Highways responsibility. A check will be made on the Rights of Way registered Map. Concern about the junction of Stych Lane and Acton Hill Road because of visibility. Suggested that a roundabout be considered,
25.0116 District Councillors Report   Cllr A Adams.
A new officer has joined the Arboriculture Department. Tree Preservation Orders for trees in Bednall are underway. The district Council is offering targeted help for those who might need assistance, Put up signs in the noticeboards and, website and Facebook based on information from SSDC. The proposed erection of a stable block in Mill Lane is being monitored.
